Wicklow Community Directory is managed by a committee from the local community
with members such as Co. Wicklow Children & Young People’s Services Committee,
Co. Wicklow Volunteer Centre, Co. Wicklow Citizens Information Service, Co.
Wicklow Partnership, Wicklow County Council, and Wicklow County Council Library
Service, with administration carried out by Bray Area Partnership.
